Security and Terrorism

 Among the various issues that lead to terrorism are such underling causal issues of employment, poverty, education, population pressure, hunger, racism, economic and social justice, intolerance and more. These can be thought of as the nuances related to terrorism, presently largely disregarded in focused attack. It would be vastly different if the afflicted peoples and nations were not disenfranchised---politically underrepresented.

  What to do?  There is hope through the democratic process involving the many non-governmental organizations formed by concerned citizens. 

The generative idea of this epoch has been holism, leading to the enhancement of integrative thinking that has so successfully affected scientific research---getting beyond reductionism, moving on from parts to a contextual whole, as in holistic medicine. Fortuitously many NGOs have broadened their perspectives. For example, Zero Population Growth changed to The Population Connection. Such widened attention by grass roots organizations brings about far greater attention to the way these issues nationally and globally are related to unrest and terrorism. 

The science community and many NGOs have changed their thinking and approach. Foundation program officers understandably tend to follow guidelines, approving those programs that are focused and measurable, not integrative approaches. As it stands NGOs are thwarted. The Integrative Strategies Forum is also faced with this funding dilemma. It does not focus on any one issue. 

ISF was designed to catalytically facilitate exchanges among NGOs for concerted actions.  The defining organizing principle of ISF is tied to the democratic process using today’s information and communication technology to help citizen-created NGOs in their relations with government and business to meet the common goal of sustainability with life quality in peace.
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
